Squashathon
The squashathon was introduced to our club by Alan Clements in 2004. With years of experience at fund raising for local charities and good causes, Alan persuaded the club committee that he could get enough players to play squash over a 24 hour period and that the Ulswater ward at the West Cumberland Hospital would be a worthy recipient of any funds raised. A local retained fire officer Alan also ‘twisted a few arm’s’ at the Egremont station and the Squashathon was born. 

The start time on day 1 was the finish time on day 2 with players taking turns to play squash for 24 hours? This event raised over £3000 and a subsequent event in 2007 raised over £400 for the NSPCC & over £500 for the Ulswater ward at the West Cumberland Hospital.
